(@)  Scrutiny of Applications. All the applications received from the candidates
will be scrutinised subject to eligibility criteria and necessary documents as mentioned
above and only the candidates whose applications are shortlisted will be issued with admit
card. The admit card of the shortlisted candidates will be sent by post in the envelope
enclosed with the application.

(b) All the shortlisted candidates issued admit card will be called for document
verification and written examination.

(c) Date of Examination. Exact date, time and venue of written examination will be
communicated on the admit card issued to the shortlisted candidates.

(d) Biometric Capture & Document Verification. All the shortlisted candidates
issued admit card will undergo biometric capture (Photograph & thumb impression)
followed by document verification. Candidates will be required to bring their original
documents and self-attested photocopies (02 Sets) of the same as per the directives/
instructions given in their admit cards.
